PM-572 MAXIBROM 20: 20g bromine tablets for the disinfection of pool and spa 
water.  
 
 
 
 

 
METHOD OF USE AND DOSAGE 
 
- Dose using a brominator. 

 
- Adjust the dosage so that the bromine level 

keeps between 4 – 6 ppm. The total bromine 
level should be measured with DPD systems.   

 
 
PHYSICAL PROPERTIES 
 
- Appearance: 20 g white tablets 
- Odour: Odourless 
- Relative density: 1.8 – 2.0 (25 ºC) 
- Decomposition temperature: 160 ºC 
- Water solubility: 2 g/L (25 ºC)

HAZARDS AND PRECAUTIONARY STATEMENTS
